* Never go anywhere alone! Even if you are tempted to go off and help someone
away from the group, don’t go without someone with you and always talk to
Christ’s Church or Dream Center staff first!
* Even on fun days, you need to stay with your group!
* Be respectful on ministry sites:
o Do not take pictures of people unless you have permission
o Treat people kindly and respectfully regardless of how they look
* Girls should only start conversations with other females; guys with other guys



No PDA, no wrestling/fighting even if it's for fun, and no coarse joking/sarcasm/
making fun of anyone. We want to always display a good example of how the
body of Christ interacts and builds each other up.

Be FLEXIBLE! Plans may change. This trip will stretch you.
